ñWho Moved My Kyrie?ò 

With the changing of the liturgical seasons, people often remark to me, 
ñOh, weôre not singing ________anymore.ò  Certain elements change 
with the season, both in the music and in the texts, as well as visual   
elements, such as different colors in the paraments (the cloths and 
banners around the church).  These changes are made with a purpose, 
not to ñkeep people guessingò or just to add change for the sake of 
change.   
Historic Grace has for several years used a different Gathering Rite 
during Advent.  The Kyrie and Canticle of Praise are replaced with the 
Lighting of the Advent Wreath, which includes a sung response.  You 
will also notice that the Song of Simeon, ñLord, Now You Let Your 
Servant Go in Peace,ò is also omitted for Advent.  This flexibility in the 
GATHERING and SENDING parts of worship are features of the ñnewò 
red hymnal, Evangelical Lutheran Worship (2006).  These parts of the 
service are sometimes very full, sometimes very simple, as on our 
Saturday evening services, when we begin and end with a hymn and 
responsive reading.   

Another area of flexibility is in the sung offertory.  Instead 
of only singing ñCreate in Meò or ñLet the Vineyards,ò which 
are both well-loved texts for bringing our offerings to the 
altar, we may also sing seasonally-oriented texts, such as 
ñCome Now, O Prince of Peaceò during Advent, which is a 
brand new song to Grace, written originally in Korean, and 

now included in many American hymnals.   
Whatôs new is also old!  The ñnew red hymnalò also includes some 
elements all the way back to the ñold red hymnal,ò the 1958 Service 
Book and Hymnal.  This year, we will reintroduce some liturgical music 
from it, including the beautifully lyrical ñLamb of Godò and the quietly 
understated ñHoly.ò   
Since Evangelical Lutheran Worship (ELW) is being used extensively at 
Grace, some of you may be interested to see a copy.  We donôt have 
copies in the pews, since we use the ñvirtual hymnalò by printing our 
hymns and liturgy using our license subscriptions.  There is, however, a 
regular printed version available.  Anyone is welcome to come to 
borrow a copy if they would like to explore the rich resource that 
informs much of worship today at Grace and throughout the ELCA.  
(and beyondðELW is a resource consulted by music directors and 
pastors in many other churches as well).

As Christ fed the multitudes, the mission of the 
Historical Grace Lutheran Church Food Pantry is 

to feed the hungry.  
 

 
In October of 2016, we served 605 families 
composed of 1332 individuals compared to 464 

families composed of 1082 individuals in 2015.  This reflects over a 
30% increase in both individuals and families served!  
 
During October the Food Pantry received more income in one month 
than we spent for the first time this year!  This was largely thanks to 
the $3000 grant from the Community Foundation, which was detailed 
in last monthôs Grace Notes, but also due to the generosity of many 
individual contributors.  Despite this, our funds are lower than in the 
past as we are serving more people and the food costs are ever 
increasing.  The Food Board will be implementing additional measures 
to cut costs. 
 
During the first week of November, we were also the fortunate 
recipient of a trailer of over 3000 items of food collected by St. Johnôs.   
We are blessed to be able to provide to our clients 
because of the generosity of so many different people!

Hello everyone, With the holidays quickly approaching I thought this 
might be helpful. I wrote this in 2013, and tweaked it a bit.  The following 
was taken from Clearpoint Credit Counseling Solutions and web site:

Holiday Shopping Tips, Giving Gifts on a Budget 

 1. Make a list.  Jot down a list of the persons that you wish to give a 
holiday gift. 

 2. Set a Limit.   Look at your budget to see what amount you can 
afford to spend in total and then set limits for the amounts you will spend 
on each person. 

 3. Do your research.  Many retailers are offering holiday deals, but 
are the deals really a good buy? Be sure to comparison shop and 
look online to see if you can get a better deal than the sale price. Be 
careful to factor in shipping costs if making online purchases. When 
youôre done browsing prices do a quick search for the 
name of the item and the term coupon or sale. Often 
times you can find coupons or greater discounts by using 
this tactic. 

 4. Plan your purchases.  Decide on what items you 
will buy online and which items you will purchase at local 
retailers. 

 5. Making purchases.  Be mindful to stick to your list 
and only buy items that you have planned on. Avoid the temptation to 
make impulse purchases as they can blow your budget in a flash.  At the 
checkout, always be sure to check your receipts to make sure all of your 
sale items and discounts were applied.  Also ask for gift boxes if they are 
available to save in wrapping costs. 

 6. Donôt open store credit or use a credit card.  Making purchases 
on credit can be tempting but unless you can repay the balance in full 
before the next billing cycle it can cost you. Instead use layaway 
programs, or spread out the cost by splitting up your purchases to 
different pay periods when youôll have the cash available. 

 7. Lastly be creative & remember to give from the heart & not from 
the wallet.   Making gifts or giving things that have a personal touch can 
be better than expensive gifts. Sometimes giving items like a family 
photo or putting together a video of family moments can be a better gift. 
Often giving the gift of time and doing activities with friends and family 
can be better than buying an expensive gift.
