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FOOD PANTRY REPORT
Hel en Appl eton

Lut heran Church Food Pantry 1is

In December of 2018, we served 369 families composed of 761
individuals compared to 406 families composed of 913 individuals in
2017. Despite the lower numbers for December, we served 1.5%
more households and 2% more families than in 2017. We started
the month with $29,933.98 and ended with $34,180.98. This
balance is about $5,300 more than our ending balance in 2017;
however, in 2018 we received a onetime gift of over $12,000 from
Peace, so we will be continuing to do ongoing fund raising and cost
cutting measures to maintain a healthy balance. During December,
there were expenses of $6,600.15, deposits of $8,071.95, and
transfers in (to reimburse for Food Basket expenses) of $2,775.00.
The deposits included $979.26 from Church World Service which was
raised during the Crop Walk.

I get a lot of questions about the difference between the Food Pantry
and the Food Baskets. While we have found it to be efficient and
cost effective to buy food for both projects together, the funds raised
and spent are kept separate. There are separate appeals, grant
requests, and fund raising for the two different projects. We want
donors and grantors to know that any money donated for the Food
Pantry is spent on the Food Pantry and that any money donated for
the Food Baskets is spent on the Food Baskets. The Food Pantry
operates all year round. The Food Baskets are provided at Easter,
Thanksgiving, and Christmas. Most of the Food Baskets go to the
families at McClernand, Black Hawk, and Franklin Schools. These
families are selected by the school social workers. Peace and Grace
work together to fund and pack the Food Baskets. St. John’'s
contributes through their annual food drive at Thanksgiving. All the
food from the Our Saviors’ food drive goes to the Food Pantry.
Please ask me if there are more questions about this!

While we were closed over the holidays, Joyce Abrams organized a
group for an annual cleaning of all the shelves, refrigerators, and
freezers. We again disposed of clutter and the Food Pantry looks
much nicer! Thank you to Joyce, Lorraine Bivin, Judy Wollet (and
myself).

As always, thank you to everyone who contributes time, money, and/
or food and to all who pray for the Food Pantry and our clients.

Stewardship NEWS
The following are suggestions for some small changes for us to make and

big wins for the Earth from the World Wildlife Fund. With the high cost of
electricity and propane gas, Randy and I are trying to make some changes
ourselves. We continue to try and recycle clothing and other items,
compost food scraps and reduce our waste to minimize the garbage going
into landfills.
Clean naturally. Try using nontoxic cleaning products using baking soda,
vinegar, lemon and soap as ingredients. I have been experimenting with
more natural products for the laundry and cleaning and they work fine.
Use cold water for laundry if possible to save more energy.
Turn it off. Running your faucet for five minutes uses as much energy as a
60-watt light bulb in 14 hours, so shut it down when brushing your teeth
and save some precious water at the same time.
Get efficient. Refrigerators and freezers account for 1/6 of a home’s
energy use. Purchase energy-efficient models and don’t put them in hot
garages where it will take more energy to operate them.
Switch to e-bills. In the U.S., paper bills alone generate almost 2 million
tons of CO2.
Shower up. A full bathtub uses about 70 gallons of water, but a five-
minute shower takes only 10-25 gallons.
Buy local and fresh. In North America, fruits and vegetables travel an
average of 1,500 miles before reaching your plate.
Pull the plug. Many idle electronics use energy even when switched off,
unplug devices when not in use.
Change a bulb. Replacing one regular light bulb with a compact
fluorescent light can eliminate 150 pounds of carbon dioxide annually.
Randy has been doing this for most of our bulbs to help reduce our electric
bill.
Power down. Screen savers don’t use less energy, so use “sleep mode”
and turn off your computer at the end of the day. We are bad about this
and need to work on this ourselves.
Go solar. Powering your home with solar panels shrinks your carbon
footprint and helps lower electric bills and increases your home value. Win
- win.

Chuck showed me an article on Faith and a healthy lifestyle
from his hometown Hazelton, Pennsylvania newspaper. It was written
by Dr. Paul Mackarey a doctor in health sciences and sports medicine.
I will paraphrase the written article.

According to him all faiths promote healthy lifestyles for the mind,
body and spirit. Studies have shown repeatedly that people with faith
live longer than those without. He claims five areas where faith has been
shown to benefit the mind, body and spirit. They are as follows:

Healthy Blood Pressure

High blood pressure can lead to heart disease and stroke, which
are the leading causes of death in the US according to the CDC. It
affects 1 in 3 adults, and only half of these people have it under control.
Duke University conducted a study of 4000 older adults and found that
those who described themselves as religiously active were 40% less
likely to have high blood pressure than those who were less religiously
active. They were also surprised to find those who described themselves
as spiritual rather than religious were also less likely to develop high
blood pressure.

Sense of Satisfaction

Research also indicates religious people are more satisfied with
their lives than those without Faith. One study determined high
satisfaction in churchgoers may be due to the strong social bonds
developed by the people. Regular church attendees see the same people
weekly-sometimes more often -when participating in rewarding and
gratifying church related work. I immediately thought of the food pantry
and some of the other volunteer work our church does to bring people
together to help others.

Tolerance for Adversity

In an impressive study by the Journal of the American Medical
Association (JAMA) researchers interviewed 345 late stage cancer
patients to assess their spirituality as it related to their illness. 88% said
they were religious as it related to their coping mechanisms. I know
many times in life, I've turned to God for help when I didn't know what
to do. He's always helped me cope.

Stronger Immune System

According to a Duke University study of 1718 older adults, those
described as highly spiritual were 50% less likely to have high levels of
anti-inflammatory proteins that weaken the immune system and have
been linked to some cancers, viral infections and autoimmune diseases.
The outcome was similar for those who attend religious services weekly.

Greater Longevity

Those who attend services more than once per week were found
to live 7 years longer than those who never attend services. Research-
ers found the social benefits of belonging to a religious community may
account for the longevity. The lifestyle of religious people is also health-
ier.

I thought it was an interesting article and glad I am a member of
Grace Lutheran Church. I have made many friends at church and am so
glad what we do to help others.
